KEEP LOOKING UP








� “My glasses! Where are my glasses?” I just could not find my glasses. Sandra and I were living in an apartment in Hackensack, NJ and as we prepared to go to church one Sunday morning, I misplaced my glasses. I looked under and on everything. I remembered I was in the living room looking for something near the TV. I returned to the scene of the “disappearance”. 


As I knelt down to look on the floor I asked, “Sandra, have you seen my glasses?” Because as I know, Sandra knows where everything is. “No I haven’t.” Uh oh. That can’t be good. I kept looking. After a few minutes Sandra came over to me and began to “help me” look for the ever-elusive glasses. 


“I was around here and I don’t know what happened”, I told her. 


“Did you look around this side of the TV?” she asked. “Yes. Well I think I…”


“Look up here”, she said. 


“Yup. Right where I left them. Right on the TV”, I said. 


“All you had to do was look up”, she said. 


Lesson learned. One, when you can’t see very well, don’t take off your glasses and lay them down. (Bad idea.) Two, when you’re on your knees, the best thing to do is look up. Look up to the Lord that is. 


Deuteronomy 4: 29-31 tells us we will find the Lord if we look for Him with all our heart. Psalm 121 says “ I lift up my eyes to the hills-Where does my help come from? My help comes from the Lord the Maker of heaven and earth.” Psalm 123 is another great encouragement when “looking” for mercy.  When we look for and to GOD, we find the important things and we find His mercy, which leads to peace.


One thing we need to look to always is the cross. In 1707, Isaac Watts wrote the following hymn:


When I Survey the Wonderous Cross


When I survey the wonderous cross


On which the Prince of Glory died,


My richest gain I count but loss,


And pour contempt on all my pride.





Forbid it, Lord, that I should boast,


Save in the death of Christ my God,


All the vain things that charm me most,


I sacrifice them to His blood.





See from His head, His hands, His feet,


Sorrow and love flow mingled down,

Or thorns compose so rich a crown?





His dying crimson, like a robe,


Spreads o'er His body on the tree;

EVOLUTION: BEGINNING DISCUSSION





BEGINNINGS


As the world continues to deny Christ, evolution is taken by faith by many Americans and others around the world as the “fact of human origins”. Schools teach it and colleges make disciples of their students as they push evolution as the truth. Yet, many questions remain. The more famous questions are still left unanswered, are: Where can we find transitional species? Why can’t we see evolutionary processes today? Why does the fossil record show  only well-defined species?


I always wondered about the beginning. Is matter eternal? If not , where did it come from? What really could cause such an explosion? How was gravity created? Where did light come from? Where did the concept of light come from? How did the eye evolve? When the first woodpecker decided to hit his head against a tree so hard, did it live? How did the digestive system evolve fast enough to keep an animal alive? How did animals know that they had to keep eating to stay alive? How did a primitive one celled organism continue to reproduce itself? How did DNA come into the picture? Why do animals have very similar digestive systems? How did the first cell know how/what to eat? How did love evolve?


Should I continue. I can. We just don’t have enough room for all of my questions let alone yours. 


SCIENCE


If matter and energy cannot be created nor destroyed and only change form, where did all this stuff come from? I want to know. Science has explained a lot of great things in our lifetime. However, it cannot explain life.


 The Second Law of Thermodynamics (Entropy) tells us that isolated systems decay or go from order to disorder in an isolated system. Considering that the universe is made of many systems and evolutionists rely on the universe being billions of years old, we could ask, when is the whole system going to decay? 


The universe is very ordered. Many planetary systems remain in order. The Earth remains in relative order. If the Big Bang is true, how can everything that exists have been created out of such a disorderly explosion? Notice the order of the Solar System. Yet, scientists preach to us who believe in GOD that we are unreasonable to rely on our faith. 


Question: Which requires more faith?


Spontaneous explosion of matter whose origin is unknown


Planned creation of a loving creator  


GOD did not need evolution to make it all. 


Evolutionists don’t even agree with each other and they continually debate origins. 


Did you know that individuals who believed in eugenics promoted evolution? (The science of improving a human population by controlled breeding to increase the occurrence of desirable heritable characteristics. Developed largely by Francis Galton as a method of improving the human race, it fell into disfavor only after the perversion of its doctrines by the Nazis.) Margaret Sanger, the founder of the American Birth Control League, which later became Planned Parenthood, believed in this. 


As we continue to examine this topic, we will see how eugenics, racism, communism and atheism are the driving forces behind evolution.


GOD’s Word is true. He is the loving creator who created us out of nothing. He gave us science to examine His creation in order to better understand His plan for us. Science should not seek to exclude the creator from His creation.
